	Pete Andrew opened the meeting thanking the members for their attendance to enable Hills to consult prior to submitting a planning application for a Tyre and Compost operation at Parkgate Farm. The full consultation process will take place through the planning stages once the application has been submitted.

	Garry Johnson handed to the member’s detailed drawings of the proposed layout and went through the proposal section by section.

Details highlighted:

· Little disruption to existing out buildings and landscape

· Tyre shredding equipment will be partially visible, however it will only take up a small footprint of (3m x 3m) 

· There will be a small covered storage area for the shredded material and all risks associated with the application will be address prior to submission.

· The compost site was similar in nature to the existing facility at Compton Bassett and would receive green waste from Swindon and North Wiltshire residents

A number of questions were raised by the members

· Noise levels

· Pest control

·  Fire risk

· Additional vehicle movement

· Surface water outlet re the to lagoons shown on plan

· Tonnage of material to be treated both Tyre & Compost.

Ed Dodd briefed the committee re landfill engineering of shredding tyres. Due to the nature and moisture content in the use of tyres on landfill, fire was not a risk normally associated with this process.
Noise levels will be subject to monitoring and should not have a major impact on local residents.
Vehicle movements should be at levels already experienced at the site, albeit a small increase if tonnages anticipated increase.
Pest control and surface water will be monitored within the company’s existing management controls and subject to external audit from other agencies. 

It is anticipated that tonnages will not be in excess of 25,000 for Tyres and compost per year.

There exists a Code of Practise for tyre shredding and the company will be operating within these guidelines.

Pete Andrew offered the committee a visit to our existing operations at the Waste Management Facility in Lower Compton which will provide a good opportunity to see all our processing and control management methods used.
